      In response to membership request, Tom Garvey, Southeast Wisconsin State Electrical Inspector

      has stated that the flexible metallic conduit between the “master” and the ”slave” fixtures of a 

      fixture assembly, does have to be supported in accordance with Article 410. In all cases that cable

      must secured off to some part of the building structure in order that the ceiling tiles can easily be 

      removed to gain access to the area above the ceiling. Article 300-11 does not come into play as

      that cable is part of the assembly and therefore does not come under “branch circuit” wiring.

      The burial depth on low voltage cables is 6 inches in accordance with Article 300.5
