       system. 
    -  On an existing building service rewire, if the contractor has fulfilled the exception to 
        NEC 250.94, than 250.94 does not need to be enforced. However, on a new service then 

        It will be mandatory to be installed.

    -  On outside entrances both at the garage mandoor and the dwelling entrance must have a 
        wall controlled switch for a lighting outlet. That switch can be remote, automatic, or a 

       central controlled switch.

     -  With respect to any overhead conductors, regardless of which utility owns them, they must comply

        with NEC 680.8. If they don’t comply, it is the inspectors responsibility to notify that utility in
        writing of the violation.
