Presentation – Nette Raue of WE Energies spoke to the membership about new forms to be filled out when


 ordering out a service connection. She also talked about the need to call her company if you reject a 


 service inspection.
Code Questions 
1. Is a cord and plug connected gaming machine used in a Chuck E Cheese, or a Casino slot machine, or even an ATM machine required to be GFCI protected?

Answer: Yes. NEC article 422.51 defines a cord and plug connected vending machine as any self-service device that dispenses a product or merchandise and is designed to require insertion of a coin, token, card, key, or receipt of payment by other means. The machines/game devices in the question fall under the definition of a cord and plug connected vending machine, and would require GFCI protection.
 

2. When an electric water heater is replaced, does the disconnect need to be located within sight of the appliance?

Answer: NEC article 422.31(B) requires a disconnecting means to be located within sight from the appliance (within 50') or the switch or circuit breaker to be capable of being locked in the open position. The provision for locking or adding a lock to the disconnecting means shall be installed on or at the disconnecting means and shall remain in place with or without the lock installed. You must choose one of the two options for disconnection requirements.
 

3. Is bonding at (4) points around the pool required for a vinyl lined swimming pool?

Answer: No. NEC 680.26(B)(1)&(2) states that the requirement applies to conductive pool shells only. For nonconductive pool shells, bonding at four points shall not be required. If the nonconductive pool is supported by a conductive material, the conductive material is required to be bonded once to the equipotential bond as required in NEC 680.26(B)(3)
 

4. Is it acceptable to install a 100 Amp electrical panel when the meter socket is rated 60 amps?

No. The meter socket and all upstream wiring on the service shall be selected and coordinated to clear a fault and carry an overload if those conditions occur. NEC 110.10, 230.90(a), 230.94 
 

5. Is a window located within 10' of alternate power source emergency system outdoors considered a combustible portion of a type 3, 4 or 5 construction in accord with the requirements found in Comm. 16.700(2)?

Answer: No. The intent of the code requirement found in COMM 16.700(2) is to require exterior building components located within 10' of the alternate power source of an emergency system to be non-combustible. A window would not be considered combustible. A window would not change the installation requirements found in Comm. 16.700(2).
 

6. Is a quick disconnect allowed to be used for a dishwasher disconnect?

Answer: NO. The disconnect required in NEC 422.31 is required to be HP rated. To the best of our knowledge, a quick disconnect does not have an HP rating. The disconnect is required to be accessible. If a quick disconnect is found with an HP rating and  used as the disconnecting means, it would be required to be accessible. 
Further Issues
1. Nuclear Exit lights are permissible to be used in buildings. They must be installed in locations that have a minimum of 15 foot candles of illumination for 6 hours to charge. This requirement will limit the locations where these signs can be used.

 

2. How many feet on the exterior egress pathway must be illuminated?

Answer: a 44" minimum exterior illumination area shall be provided at the exterior exit of the building. It could be as far as 50' depending on the conditions of egress.
