Code Questions - The following code questions and answers are from State of Wisconsin program manager Joe 

                  Hertel:

 

1.Question: Are amusement games for Chuck E Cheese that accept tokens to play and dispense tickets considered Vending machines which require GFCI protection?

Answer: The machines you describe are listed in accordance with UL 22 the Standard for Amusement and Gaming Machines. They are not vending machines for the pu rpose of the National Electrical Code. Please note the change from our August 2010 minutes.
 

2. Are Laundry rooms on a 1st or 2nd floor of a home considered "similar areas" per  NEC 210.12. Would the laundry room require AFCI protection?

Answer: We have to go with the language present. The code says " AFCI protection is required in dwelling unit family rooms, living rooms, parlors, libraries, dens, bedrooms, sunrooms, rec. rooms, closets, hallways, or similar rooms or areas. A laundry room is not a similar area. There is no similarity to a laundry room in the list, just as it does not mention an unfinished basement, workshop or a pantry. 
 

The following code questions and answers were given at our October 2010 meeting:

 

1.Question: Is a warning ribbon required for underground service conductors not encased in concrete?

Answer:  NEC 300.5(D)(3) requires Underground service conductors not encased in concrete and that are buried 18" or more below grade shall have their location identified by a warning ribbon that is in place in the trench at least 12" above the underground installation. This article did not apply in 2005 Comm. 16.294. (2008 Comm. 16 does not include this omission.)
 

2.Question: What are the requirements for cord connected fluorescent electric-discharge luminaries?

Answer: NEC 410.62(C)(1). A luminaire shall be permitted to be cord connected if the following conditions apply: (1)The luminaire is located directly below the outlet or busway. (2) The flexible cord meets all of the following:
 a. Is visible for its entire length outside the luninaire. 
 b. Is not subjected to strain or physical damage.
 c. Is terminated in a grounding type attachment plug cap or busway, or is part of a listed assembly incorporating a manufactured wiring system connector in accordance with 604.6 (C), or has a luminaire assembly with a strain relief and canopy having a maximum 6" long section of raceway for attachment to an outlet box above a suspended ceiling.
