Answer: Yes. According to UL, a barber pole is considered a sign. Electric Signs are required to be listed per NEC 600.3. Comm. 16.012 requires approval of materials, equipment and products to be based on sufficient data, tests, and other evidence that prove the material, equipment, or product meets the intent of the code. Data, tests and other evidence shall be provided by a qualified independent third party.( Nationally recognized testing lab and a professional engineer)
