  Regulatory process of  the Dept.of  Commerce.  
Code Questions-
Question 1. A Transformer and Light-Keeper panel are installed opposite of each other. Does NEC working space conditions apply?

 Answer: Working space clearance does not apply to the Transformer. The Light-Keeper Panel shall comply with Table 110.26(A)(1) Condition 2. Working Space clearance is required for the Light-Keeper Panel.
 

Question 2. Is voltage drop a enforceable requirement of the NEC?
Answer: No. Voltage drop suggestions are mentioned in the NEC by Fine Print Notes: (FBN). See NEC 210.19(A)(1) & 215.2(A)(3). Fine print notes are informational only and are not enforceable as requirements of the NEC. (NEC 90.5.)
 

Question 3. Are single phase feeder conductors to a dwelling ever required to have an allowable ampacity greater than their service-entrance conductors?

Answer: No. NEC 310.15 (B)(6) says the feeder conductors to a dwelling unit shall NOT be required to have an allowable ampacity greater than their service-entrance conductors. 
 

Question 4. Does the 60 degree temperature rating requirement for SE Cable apply to single-phase dwelling services and feeders?

Answer: No. Table 310.15(B)(6) shall be permitted to be used to size dwelling services and main power feeders in dwelling units. The 60 degree temperature rating requirement would apply to all other interior wiring installations for SE Cable.

As suggested by Vice-President Harley here is a brief report on the meeting the Secretary attended.
Meeting was held in Madison at the ABC of Wisconsin building on Jan. 6 at 9:30 AM. There were person from all aspects of the Building and Construction industry.  Many people present I have seen at the hearings for Comm 16 in the past. Included were architects, engineers, inspectors from all trades, contractors, fire prevention, state officials, NFPA, NECA, and contractors from all trades.
Discussion at the meeting pertained to what is going to happen to the Regulatory arm of the Dept of Commerce as the Governor has stated that this group will be put somewhere else because the Commerce Dept will be just for getting business in Wisconsin. After about 2 hours of discussion, it was agreed to invite the Secretary of Commerce and the Dept Head of Certification to attend the next meeting of the ARC.

A second meeting was held to discuss how the state could adopt some type of uniform code for commercial construction. It was rather lengthy debate about how different communities have different sets of requirement for commercial construction rather than  how  the uniform dwelling code applies. It was recommended that the ARC return in February to discuss this issue further. Meeting adjourned at 12:30 PM.
